e Here we see it again; the Lord is not ‘just’
better than other gods, he is exalted above
them.

e Our God is not just some alternative to

other gods, he is not just one of many, and
he is not their peer.

e God is not just a little better, or somewhat
superior, there are no other gods that even

\ merit a comparison. /




/ Ps 97:9 \

9 For You, LORD, are most high above all the
earth; You are exalted far above all gods.

o The first two commandments make it quite clear
how God feels about ‘other’ gods.

o Ex 20:3 You shall have no other gods before Me. 4
"You shall not make for yourselfg carved image
— any likeness of anything that is in heaven
above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is
in the water under the earth; 5 you shall not bow
down to them nor serve them. For I, the LORD
your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity
of the fathers upon the children to the third and
fourth generations of those who hate Me, 6 but
showing mercy to thousands, to those who love
Me and keep My commandments. NKJV /

4 The voice of the LORD is powerful;

o When he speaks his voice is majestic.

e His voice is to be heard and is in fact
a voice that cannot be ignored or
silenced.

o Those who try to ignore him and shut
him out will never succeed for more
than brief moments.
