*Philippians 1:1 Paul and Timothy, bondservants of

are in Philippi.

*The believers at Philippi were “in Christ”, and
they were also “in Philippi” — one place of
residence is permanent and the other is
temporary, but both are real.
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*John 17:15 I do not pray that You should take them
out of the world, but that You should keep them from
the evil one. 16 They are not of the world, just as | am
not of the world. 17 Sanctify them by Your truth. Your
word is truth. 18 As You sent Me into the world, I also
have sent them into the world. 19 And for their sakes |

sanctify Myself, that they also may be sanctified by the
truth. NKJV

* God has ordained that we be in the world after our

conversion, to engage the world in order to show Christ
and exalt Him.
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*Since the political system we live under affects
nearly every aspect of our lives, including
religious freedom, we need to engage.

*We could argue that engaging our culture is part
of the great commission.

* Do not expect help, (revival) to come from

Harrisburg or Washington — they have no vested
interest in it.
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2" Chron 15:3 For a long time Israel has been without
the true God, without a teaching priest, and without
law; 4 but when in their trouble they turned to the
Lord God of Israel, and sought Him, He was found by
them. 5 And in those times there was no peace to the
one who went out, nor to the one who came in, but
great turmoil was on all the inhabitants of the lands. 6
So nation was destroyed by nation, and city by city, for
God troubled them with every adversity. NKJV

* “If God is your problem, then only God is your
solution.” Tony Evans 13
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*If God is causing our distress, then we need to
seek him, not government.

*We should recognize that all of our problems are
really spiritual ones —whether it is a fiscal, or a
moral issue the root is always a spiritual
weakness or deficiency.

*Our world is blind to this truth, we cannot afford
to be.
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* What a shame it is that today, when so many Christians
are disengaging from politics, also happens to be the
exact time when our voices are needed the most!

* The forces of lewd behavior, abortion, and all other
kinds of evil have become so loud that evidently the
church thinks their volume equates to power.

* The average Christian wants to walk away in disgust
and that is exactly what the enemy would have us do.
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* At a bare minimum, the Christian must vote — and in order

to know who to vote for we must be informed on one
question in particular.

¢ Joshua 5:13 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by
Jericho, that he lifted his eyes and looked, and behold, a
Man stood opposite him with His sword drawn in His hand.
And Joshua went to Him and said to Him, “Are You for us or
for our adversaries?”

* The question to each candidate should be, “where do you

stand?” Do you stand for righteousness, or for evil? 1
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If your choice is between the personal
righteousness of a candidate, or their
righteous policies, which one would

you favor?
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* Jeremiah 29:4 Thus says the Lord of hosts, the God of
Israel, to all who were carried away captive, whom |
have caused to be carried away from Jerusalem to
Babylon: 5 Build houses and dwell in them; plant
gardens and eat their fruit. 6 Take wives and beget sons
and daughters; and take wives for your sons and give
your daughters to husbands, so that they may bear
sons and daughters—that you may be increased there,
and not diminished. 7 And seek the peace of the city
where | have caused you to be carried away captive,
and pray to the Lord for it; for in its peace you will have

peace. NKIV
18
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* Jeremiah was writing to God’s people in Babylonian
captivity for their persistent sin against God and we
have some things in common with captive Israel.

* They were living in a hostile culture — so are we.
* They longed to be delivered and be home —so do we.

*They had to find a way to “get by” despite their
circumstances —so do we. 19
